Below are answers to commonly asked questions about our Achieve Summer

program.

How do I register my child(ren) for Achieve Summer?
Parents must complete this official registration form before their child can attend our
Summer program:

Are there any fees to register or participate?
No, Achieve Summer is a free program for registered students.

I registered my child online — now what?

After registering your child, you will receive a confirmation via text and email.
Additional communication, including next steps and important updates, will be sent
via email and text at the beginning of May.

Waitlist

If you applied for a school and grade that is at capacity, your child will be placed on
a waitlist. After registering, you will receive an email confirming your child’s waitlist
placement. If a spot becomes available, you will be notified via email and text with

further instructions on how to secure the enrollment.

In the meantime, we encourage you to stay updated by checking your email for any
changes or additional information.

What are the dates/times of Achieve Summer?
e Dates: June 9th — July 17th, 2026, excluding holidays (June 19th)
e Time: 8:30 AM - 3:00 PM
e Extended Time: Available only at Riverside and Caribbean K-8 until 6:00 PM
(at no cost)

Absences

If your child has an unexcused absence on the first day of our program, we will
assume they are no longer attending, and their spot will be given to the next student
on our waitlist. Exceptions will apply if absence is communicated with Achieve Miami
ahead of time.

How does drop-off/pick-up work?

e Drop-off: Parents must bring their child to the designated drop-off area.
depending on their school site. This will be communicated via email the week
before summer starts.

e Pick-up: If picking up early, parents must come to the front door and present
ID to the security guard. They will need to sign out their child for the day.

What should my child bring to Achieve Summer each day?

e Close-toed shoes (required for safety). Please avoid wearing crocs or sandals.

e Comfortable clothes (they will be outside for recess but light sweater for
indoors)

e Meals are provided, but students are welcome to bring their own lunch or
snacks (if preferred)

e Backpack (optional)

e Water Bottle labeled with student name (optional)

e Fridays only: Blue Achieve Miami Field trip shirt (provided by Achieve Miami)

Can my child bring their electronic devices?

Yes, students are allowed to bring electronic devices such as cell phones, tablets, or
smartwatches. However, all devices must remain turned off and stored in their
backpacks during school hours unless a teacher grants permission for educational
purposes. The school is not responsible for lost, stolen, or damaged devices. We
encourage families to discuss responsible use with their children before bringing
electronics to school.



What should my child wear/bring on field trip days?
Blue Achieve Miami t-shirt, close-toed shoes, hat, water bottle..

When/Where are the field trips?
e Field trips take place on Fridays (except for the first and last Fridays, which are
reserved for Field Day and Showcase Day).
e The schedule and places we will be going will be shared with parents before
the start of the program.

What is my child doing all day?
e Morning: Breakfast, literacy activities, project-based learning (PBL)
e Afternoon: Lunch, enrichment activities (Art, STEM, Cooking, Engineering,
Soccer), recess, and dismissal
e Fridays: Field trips or special events

Parents and community members can register as volunteers online through the
MDCPS parent or community portal. Volunteers must complete Level 1 clearance for
a background check.

What is the behavior policy?

At Achieve Summer, we are committed to creating a safe, inclusive, and joyful
environment for every student. Our staff work closely with families to provide positive
support and multiple opportunities for improvement, documenting this through case
notes. If a student continues to struggle with behavior that disrupts learning or safety

after repeated interventions, we follow this process to address ongoing behavior

concerns:

Step 1: Staff document the concern in case notes and connect with the family to
discuss support(s) and next steps.

Step 2: A second documented incident triggers a follow-up meeting with the family
and an updated support plan.

Step 3: If concerning behavior continues and is documented a third time, this may

result in removal from the program.

Disrespectful conduct of any kind will not be tolerated under any circumstances and
is a reason for dismissal from the program.

What is the attendance policy?
e Students must attend daily.
e Attendance is recorded daily.
¢ If a child has multiple unexcused absences, their spot may be given to a
student on the waitlist.
e The program is designed for full attendance for the duration of 6 weeks.

Can | pick my child up early?

Our program runs until 3 PM, and early departures mean students miss important
activities and learning experiences. For security reasons, parents must sign their child
out at the front desk if an early pickup is necessary.

In case of an emergency, who do | contact?

In case of emergency, parents should contact the Site Director or Operations
Manager at their school site. Their contact information will be provided on the first
day of programming. Emergency drills are conducted the first week of the program,



and all staff follow MDCPS safety protocols.

My child has to take daily medication, can you accommodate them?
Yes, accommodations can be made for students who require medication. Parents
must provide detailed medical instructions.

é¢Coémo inscribo a mi hijo(s) en Achieve Summer?

éCudles son las fechas y horarios de Achieve Summer?

e Fechas: Del 9 de junio al 17 de julio de 2026, excluyendo dias festivos (19 de
junio)

e Horario: 8:30 AM - 3:00 PM

e Horario extendido: Disponible solamente en Caribbean K-8 hasta las 6:00 PM
(sin costo)

Ausencias
Si su hijo falta el primer dia del programa, asumiremos que ya no asistird, y su

éComo funciona la llegada y salida?

Llegada: Los padres deben dejar a su hijo en el drea designada, dependiendo del
sitio escolar. Esta informacién se enviard por correo electrénico la semana antes del
inicio del programa.

Salida: Si necesita recoger a su hijo temprano, deberd presentarse en la entrada
principal y mostrar una identificacion al guardia de seguridad. También deberd
firmar la salida de su hijo por ese dia.

éQué debe traer mi hijo todos los dias a Achieve Summer?

e Zapatos cerrados (obligatorio). Evite crocs o sandalias.

e Ropa cémoda (jugaran afuera, pero se recomienda suéter ligero para
adentro).

e Comida: proveemos desayuno y almuerzo, pero pueden traer su propia

comida o meriendas (si prefieren).

e Mochila (opcional).
e Botella de agua con nombre (opcional).

e Solo los viernes: Ocupar camiseta azul para excursiones (proveida por
Achieve Miami).

éMi hijo puede traer dispositivos electréonicos?

Si, pueden traer teléfonos o Ipads. Sin embargo, deben estar apagados y guardados
en la mochila durante el dia. La escuela no se hace responsable por dispositivos
perdidos, robados o danados. Recomendamos conversar con sus hijos sobre el uso
responsable antes de traerlos.

éQué debe usar o traer mi hijo los dias de excursion?
Camiseta azul de Achieve Miami, zapatos cerrados, gorra y botella de agua.

éCuando y donde son las excursiones?

Las excursiones son los viernes (excepto el primer y Gltimo viernes, que son
reservados para Field Day y Showcase Day). El horario y los lugares de las
excursiones se compartirdn con los padres antes de que comience el programa.

éQué hara mi hijo durante el dia?



e Manana: Desayuno, actividades de lectura, aprendizaje basado en proyectos.

e Tarde: Aimuerzo, actividades de enriquecimiento (Arte, Ciencia, Cocina,
Ingenieria, Soccer).

e Viernes: Excursiones o eventos especiales.

é¢Puedo ser voluntario o acompanar a mi hijo en excursiones?

iSi! Padres y miembros de la comunidad pueden registrarse como voluntarios a
través del portal de padres de MDCPS. Los voluntarios deben completar la
Autorizacién de Nivel 1 para verificacion. Mds informacién estd disponible aqui.

éCudles son las reglas de conducta?

En Achieve Summer, estamos comprometidos para crear un ambiente seguro,
inclusivo y alegre para todos los estudiantes. Nuestro personal trabaja duro para dar
apoyo positivo y multiples oportunidades para mejorar.

Si un estudiante continta teniendo dificultades con comportamientos que afectan el
aprendizaje o la seguridad de los estudiantes después de varias intervenciones,
seguiremos este proceso:

Paso 1: Documentamos los comportamientos y nos comunicamos con la familia
para dar seguimiento y brindar el apoyo necesario.

Paso 2: Una segunda incidencia documentada requiere una reunion con los padres
para crear un plan de apoyo para el estudiante.

Paso 3: Si el comportamiento continla y se documenta por tercera vez, esto puede
resultar en el estudiante siendo removido del programa.

La conducta irrespetuosa de cualquier tipo no serd tolerada bajo ninguna
circunstancia y puede resultar en la expulsion del programa.

éCudles son las reglas de asistencia?

e Los estudiantes deben asistir todos los dias.
e Los estudiantes con multiples ausencias sin justificacion pueden perder su
cupo.

éPuedo recoger a mi hijo temprano?

El programa termina a las 3:00 PM. Las salidas tempranas hacen que los estudiantes
pierdan actividades importantes. Por razones de seguridad, los padres deben firmar
su salida en la entrada principal.

En caso de emergencia, ¢a quién contacto?
En caso de emergenciq, los padres deben comunicarse con el Director del Sitio. La

informacion de este Director serd compartida el primer dia del programa.

Mi hijo necesita tomar medicamentos diariamente, ¢pueden ayudar con eso?
Si, podemos hacer las adaptaciones necesarias para estudiantes que requieren
medicacién. Los padres deben proporcionar instrucciones médicas detalladas.
